Started a new one-year course for brain tumor fellows who participate in teaching medical students (CCLCM, CWRU, and NEOMED) and third-year surgical residents (Cleveland Clinic joint program with MetroHealth). Analysis of the existing teaching schedule and agenda proved that it was not functioning. After numerous surveys, inquiries, and multiple meetings; I was chosen to create this new program.
